When
the Pandemic hit in 2020 everything
stopped and it seemed like a good
opportunity to re-establish what I’d been
yearning to do for some time and so Interior
Squirrel was born offering digital design
services to what was literally a captive
audience.
The business has grown and I now run my
interior design business helping busy
homeowners here in the UK, designing &
project managing their aspirations to
become reality. 

My vision is to empower everyone,
regardless of their creativity or experience,
to create a home that reflects their
personality and provides a sense of well-
being.
